John F. Simon Jr., a leading "code" and software artist, is represented by seven 
mesmerizing abstract works of art presented on computer monitors, LCD 
screens, or projected on the wall. Created by the artist who writes his own code, 



these are complex, time-based compositions in which rhythm, pattern, form, 
and color are programmed in an endless spectrum of combinations that never 
repeat.

The computing in these works generates imagery in real time, continually 
creating, re-creating, reproducing, and mutating so that the imagery evolves 
continuously, ad infinitum. These are kinetic works, with a remarkable range of 
compositional variation and millions of color combinations that result not only in 
fascinating visual experiences, but in a complete reconfiguration of what 
"painting" can be in the 21st century.
